Radio Message Scripts 2009

Airing: 7/9/09-7/12/09

Phosphorus is the nutrient that in excess threatens the health of Lake Pend Oreille.  It feeds invasive plants, such as Eurasian watermilfoil, clouds water clarity, and robs oxygen from fish.  You may be unknowingly adding excess phosphorus to the lake.  There are simple ways to keep phosphorus out of the lake, such as keeping native vegetation between your lawn and local waterways, using phosphorus-free detergents, and maintaining your septic system.  For more ideas visit www.tristatecouncil.org.  Remember, a clean lake begins at your doorstep.

Airing: 7/16/09-7/19/09

An excessive amount of phosphorus threatens the health of Lake Pend Oreille.  You can keep phosphorus out of local waterways by planting a strip of native vegetation along the water.  Native vegetative buffers filter pollutants from runoff before they contact surface water, help stabilize shorelines, require little or no maintenance, and enhance fish and wildlife habitat.

Airing: 7/23/09-7/26/09 

Phosphorus is the nutrient that in excess threatens the health of Lake Pend Oreille.  Save time and money by managing fertilizer use.  Fertilize no more than two times per year.  Use a soil test to determine the amount you really need to apply.  Install a vegetative buffer between your lawn or garden and surface water.  Don’t over water your lawn or garden. Airing: 7/30/09-8/2/09

Phosphorus is the nutrient that in excess threatens the health of Lake Pend Oreille.  Phosphorus is delivered to waterways via erosion and runoff.  Shoreline erosion from boat wakes contributes this and other nutrients to waterways, aiding excess growth of plants and algae and robbing oxygen from fish.  Please minimize your boat wake and related erosion, especially near shore and help Lake Pend Oreille.  Find out more at www.tristatecouncil.org.  A clean lake begins at your doorstep. Airing: 8/6/09-8/9/09

Lake Pend Oreille’s shoreline communities do not treat storm water.  Hazardous materials like motor oil and pesticides enter waterways via untreated storm water.  Use these materials sparingly.  You can reduce storm water on your lot by minimizing impervious surfaces like driveways and patios.  During construction hire SEEP certified contractors and use storm water erosion controls like silt fences.  Learn more at www.tristatecouncil.org.  A clean lake begins at your doorstep. Airing: 8/13/09-8/16/09

Excessive amounts of phosphorus threaten the health of Lake Pend Oreille.  Ashes from fires contain phosphorus, which fuels the growth of algae and aquatic weeds.  You can help the lake by burning at least 35 feet away from shore behind a strip of healthy vegetation to keep ash from blowing or washing into water.  Use a metal fire pit to contain and dispose of ashes.  For more information, visit www.tristatecouncil.org.  A clean lake begins at your doorstep. Airing: 8/20/09-8/23/09 

Excessive amounts of phosphorus threaten the health of Lake Pend Oreille.  Storm water runoff from pet and livestock waste contains the nutrient phosphorus that can cause excessive algae growth and harm fish.  Don’t leave pet waste in the street.  Instead, dispose of it away from storm drains and water bodies.  Keep manure piles protected from weather and at least 100 feet away from wells.  For more ideas, visit www.tristatecouncil.org. Airing: 8/27/09-8/30/09

Avoid costly maintenance to your septic system and keep pollutants out of waterways.  Get your septic tank checked annually.  The health district recommends pumping every 2 to 5 years or as necessary.  Dispose of hazardous materials elsewhere because they will shorten the life of your septic system and make an effort to minimize your wastewater flow into the tank.
